The Young Adult Member who will be chosen as part of the GGC contingent to the Western Hemisphere Conference (WHC) in Lima, Peru taking place in June, 2010, will be/have:

· An active Member of Girl Guides of Canada-Guides du Canada (GGC);

· At least 18 and have not reached more than the age of 30 by June, 2010;

· A demonstrated interest in global Guiding;

· An understanding and commitment to the Mission and strategic direction of GGC and the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS);

· Knowledge of the structure of GGC and conversant in the issues and challenges facing the Movement in Canada;

· Comfortable and willing to interact and network with representatives of Member organizations throughout the Western Hemisphere;

· Able to cope well with travelling internationally and is comfortable sharing accommodation with fellow participants;

· Able and available to attend the Youth Summit taking place three days previous to the WHC.

· Proven success working as part of a team;

· Available over the intervening approximately nine months to take part in occasional teleconferences for orientation and familiarization with all aspects of attendance at a WHC;

· Committed to continuing in a leadership role with GGC for the next several years and to imparting her learning and experiences for the benefit of girl and adult Members.

Notes: 

1. Travel and attendance at both the Youth Summit and WHC activities requires the chosen candidate to wear official GGC uniform.  Any special uniform items for conference attendance will be provided by GGC.

2. All travel, accommodation, and conference expenses, including those associated with the Youth Summit will be covered by GGC.

3. In addition to this Young Adult Observer, the GGC contingent will consist of:  Chief Commissioner (Delegate), International Commissioner (Observer), Chief Executive Officer (Observer), Young Adult Board Director (Delegate), and one other Adult (Observer) chosen from an application process, for a total of six Members.
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
