IMPORTANT NOTICE TO PROVINCIAL & TERRITORIAL COMMISSIO NERS 
 
RE:  Police Record Checks (PRC) for NON MEMBERS 
 
As approved by the Board of Directors, upon recommendation from the Provincial Committee, a 
clear Police Records Check (PRC) will now be required for all volunteers, including non-Member 
adults if they are active with our girl Members on a regular or ongoing basis at units, in camps or 
camp-like settings, or if the volunteer holds the position of Treasurer.  This addition to the National 
Screening Policy is effective September, 2007. 
 
This message has been distributed through the DC Digest and will be sent to Guiders through Guider 
E-news and/or direct email, along with a process for collection of information.  Information on this 
policy change will also be distributed through the Camping and International networks. 
 
To facilitate the variety of activities that will be occurring in the fall to provide great Guiding experi-
ences to the girls in our units, approval for granting exemptions to this policy for a ‘grace period’ not 
to exceed December 31, 2007, is delegated to Provincial/Territorial Commissioners, on the condition 
that the volunteer involved has already made application for a PRC prior to the activity taking place.  
This process is similar to that related to granting approval for start-up to units with all new Guiders, 
as currently prescribed under Safe Guide. 
 
I appreciate your involvement in bringing this recommendation to the Board and to oversight, imple-
mentation, and monitoring of this Policy in your Province or Territory.

IMPORTANT NOTE:  
This letter is being reprinted here for the benefit of all Guiders in the province.  

We all need to be aware of this policy for our protection and that of every girl in our organization.  
In addition, please be aware that, in this province, any formal document issued by the RNC 

or RCMP, as well as the new A7 Form, must be sent to the Girl Guide Provincial Office in St John's. 
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Girl Guides of Canada - Marketing and Development Department 
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ASSUMPTIONS  

· That GGC cookies are the official fundraiser for the organization and this is the only approved fundraising 
vehicle that benefits all levels of Guiding. Participation, at all levels, is expected in both cookie campaigns. 

· That GGC cookies promote positive visibility in communities across Canada. 

· That GGC cookies are part of an immediately recognizable “Guiding” brand and accepted by the public as 
a quality product. 

· Any corporate fundraising initiative that will result in over $500 being raised must be cleared, in advance, 
through the National Fund Development Department. 

· There are potential legal liabilities with members of GGC selling food products, as a fundraiser for GGC, 
which are not officially sanctioned by the organization. Therefore, all Safe Guide procedures for food prepara-
tion and storage as well as all relevant government regulations must be followed when food is being prepared, 
served and sold by members of GGC. 

· There are potential legal liabilities with GGC members running daycares for children, as a fundraiser. 
Therefore, the procedures outlined in Safe Guide along with any relevant government regulations pertaining to 
child care must be followed at all times. 

· There are potential legal liabilities with GGC members being involved in activities such as Car Rallies. 
Therefore, any GGC entity wishing to be part of a car rally must submit relevant information about the event to 
GGC’s insurance broker one month prior to the event taking place. 

· Adult members are not allowed to fundraise for adult only trips. However, they are allowed to fundraise to 
benefit the girls; this would include Guiders fundraising for independent trips where they would be accompany-
ing the girls.

the home page of the new www.girlguides.ca website. These two areas are accessible now 
by our girls and adult Guiders only, which is important because it allows you to post to dis-
cussion boards privately with other Guiders and access your iMIS profiles. Our girls also can 
post privately to other girls in Girl Zone, for example, sharing experiences and ideas. Plus, 
Member Zone now houses all of the information in one place that you need to run programs 
(i.e. forms, resources, ideas). This information is accessible now to Guiders only. This sepa-
ration from the ‘public site’ ensures your privacy and that of our girls.�
����� As of July 1, the option to revisit the old site will no longer be available. At that time, 
you will be able to access forms and resources only through Member Zone. We advise you 
to remove the bookmark you may have placed on the previous site, and add the new site to 
your list of favourites.�
����� We understand that some Guiders are having challenges related to passwords, navigating 
the new site, and using Member Zone. Here are a few tips to make it easier…�
· You must have your own valid e-mail address in iMIS to access Member Zone�� Don’t 
use a shared e-mail address�
· Once in Member Zone:�
 - your User Name is your iMIS number (which appears above your name on the Ca-
nadian Guider mailing label and in your iMIS profile) 
 - the password comes through the Help Desk (you will receive it on the next business 
day after your request), and

International 
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The Dominica units generally meet outside and have little or no supplies. These girls en-

joy doing the same things our Canadian girls do: crafts, songs, games, and earning badges. 
For the Dominican units, it is very expensive to purchase craft supplies or even badges to 
reward their girls for their hard work. Suggestions as to how we can support our Dominican 
Guiding friends include providing: 

 - craft kits 
 - song sheets and/or song books with lyr-

ics for Guiding songs – action songs, traditional 
Guiding songs, etc. (they speak English!)  

 - badge requirements for our badges here 
along with a badge for each of their girls to have 
after completing the requirements too! 

 - crests, patches, pins and other swap-
type items 

 - old badges with the requirements for 
their girls to complete to earn the badge (make 
up requirements if you don’t have them any-
more!) 

 - create your own “challenge” for their girls to complete and send along a patch or 
badge for them to earn 

 - brief information and photos of Canada 
 - Canada items and Newfoundland and Labrador items such as pencils, mini-flags, 

erasers, etc. 
 - stickers 
 - games to play (with rules, diagrams and equipment if possible) 
 - postcards and notes with messages from our girls to theirs (Please don’t ask ques-

tions of their girls however – it is VERY expensive for them to send things out of their coun-
try and if we ask questions of them, they may feel obligated to answer. As much as we 
would love to get to know “our” girls; we have to be aware that response from them may 
come only through the field worker to Girl Guides of Canada.) 

 When you put together your package for the Dominica units, please remember that a 
package will be sent from an area every month, so there is no need to send extensive 
amounts of things. Please do ensure though that there are enough of the things you are send-
ing to supply all girls in the unit(s). Since there seems to be steady growth in the units, a few 
“extra” is probably a good idea!   

 It is expected that each area will have their package of things for the Dominica units sent 
out by the 10th of the month to which they are assigned. Please remember it is important to 
adhere to the timelines as these girls and their Guiders in Dominica are counting on us for 
support. This timeline will also coincide with that in many other provinces so girls across

September; each Area will sponsor both units once a year. All provinces are following 
roughly the same schedule. The Provincial International Adviser will send the first package 
in September, providing basic supplies such as scissors, glue, markers, etc.
