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When will the new program be launched? 
National is hoping that this program will be released to stores by the end of April or the begin-
ning of May. 
 
Why was the name RANGERS chosen? 
A lot of thought was given to the name with suggestions coming from the girls, from all across 
Canada.  Names such as beautiful and powerful Inuit and Native names as well as some adven-
ture type names were suggested but ultimately the girls chose Rangers. The girls liked this 
name the best because of the historical aspect to Girl Guides in Canada. The first Senior Branch 
group in Canada was a Ranger Unit. 
 
Will they still be known as Senior Branches since there is no longer any distinct branches? 

No, the name will change slightly to Sen-
ior Girls. 
 
Who designed the new Ranger pro-
gram? 
There was a focus/task group set up 
made of Senior Branch girls from all 
across Canada and they shared their 
opinions on what they thought would be 
a better, more exciting and challenging 
program for their peers in today’s world.  
The program focuses on what they want 
and what they find important. 
 
Can a Ranger still work in a unit? 
You bet, the program is designed to be 
flexible so if she would like to work in a 
unit, she can.  Or if she chooses not to, 
that works too! 
 

If she would like to work with a unit, does she have to stay with the same level every year? 
No, she can do one branch such as Sparks one year and change to another branch in the follow-
ing years or choose to work on different branches each year or work with one branch for three 
years or not to work with a unit at all.  It’s her choice! 
 
If she works in a unit, can she still be called a Junior Leader? 
Yes she can!  But it’s not a distinct branch with its own program work as it had been in the past.

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Does she have to belong to a Ranger unit? 
No, it is her choice, she can belong to a unit, work on her own or work with younger girls. 
 
Is the program designed to meet the needs of the girls today? 
Yes, the Senior Branches task group worked long and hard to come up with a program that is so 
perfect for them.  The new program is fun, flexible and designed to learn by doing. It will help 
build strong, confident young women who are willing to take on a leadership role in Guiding, in 
their lives and in their communities!!! 
What are the Ranger program areas? 
The program is broken down to eight different areas. 
 Celebrate Guiding 
 Community Connections 
 Environment, Outdoors and Camping 
 Explore Your Community 
 Global Awareness 
 Healthy Living 
 Leadership and Management 
 Your Future 
 
How many activitiesw are there to choose from in each program area? 
There are about 30 activities in each program area for the Ranger to choose from that can be 
turned into a Challenge. 
 
Will there be more Challenges for them than in the old program? 
No, there are fewer challenges, but it doesn’t mean that the program is easier. Each challenge 
takes more energy and effort to complete, which will take them more deeply into each topic. 
 
Are these challenges written in stone and must they follow them to the letter? 
Absolutely not, they are just guidelines and suggestions. A Ranger or her unit can create a chal-
lenge based on any topic that fulfills the objectives of the program area. 
 
Will  the Chief Commissioners Gold Award still be offered? 
Yes it will.  There has been an addition of a Bronze Chief Commissioner’s Award and a Silver 
Chief Commissioner’s Award each with their own pin. 
 
How will they be able to earn these awards? 
To earn the Bronze, they will have to complete nine challenges. To earn the Silver, they will 
have to complete nine more challenges. To earn the Chief Commissioner’s Gold Award, they 
will have to earn the previous 18 challenges with at least one challenge from each program area.  
They will also have to earn the Cookie Campaign Challenge and do a community service pro-
ject. 
 
COMMUNITY SERVICE PROJECT 
This is an additional activity from the new Ranger program, though ideas for it can come from a

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program activity or program area. It involves 20 hours of community service, which includes 
planning time, that is devoted to one major service project. 
 
What is the Cookie Campaign Challenge?  
To earn this challenge, the girls will need to be actively participating in four cookie campaigns 
which will take a minimum of two years to complete. 
 
What will happen to the Duke of Edinburgh Award, can it still be earned? 
Yes, along with the Commonwealth Award.  Both work nicely into the new Ranger program 
and can be cross credited. 
 
Will there be any other awards or recognition? 
Yes, in addition to the three levels of the Chief Commissioner’s Award, the Duke of Edinburgh 
Award and the Commonwealth Award, there will also be a Ranger Certificate and a Junior 
Leader Certificate of Appreciation. 
 
How will the Ranger earn the Ranger Certificate? 
It may be awarded annually for recognition and participation in and contribution to the Ranger 
unit. 
 
What are the guidelines for the Ranger to earn the Junior Leader Certificate of Apprecia-
tion? 
This certificate may be awarded annually for recognition of work done in a practice unit. She 
must attend at least 50% of the practice unit’s meetings and activities and actively assist unit 
Guiders with leading and planning. 
 
Does the Ranger have to work toward all of the Awards? 
No, she can choose to work for them all, some or not one of them. It is entirely her choice and 
does not reflect her membership in Rangers. 
 
Will they get a new uniform? 
No, they will wear the adult blue collared shirt with a red tie and a red enrolment pin. 
 
What is the role of the Guider who is in a unit or a Ranger Guider? 
MENTOR, MENTOR, MENTOR.  Their job is to teach these girls how to succeed and reach 
their potential.  Basically we as Guiders provide the supports to ensure they succeed. 
Will there be a transition guide? 
Yes, there will be and one should be out soon. 
 
Will there be opportunities for Ranger Guiders to be trained on the new Ranger pro-
gram? 
Yes and it is presently in the process of going out to our Trainers so that they can offer sessions 
early in the new Guiding year.

Financial guarantor: You MUST have a signature here. An adult will probably sign for 
herself. Young adults (e.g. students) might still have a parent sign here. 

Commissioner’s signature: A Link member may not know commissioners where she is 
currently living. If you don’t know whom to approach, ask your area or provincial ad-
viser. 

Guiding reference: A Link member (or occasionally a new Guider or one who has re-
cently moved) may not be known by her commissioner and a reference may be difficult 
for that person to do. We want your NT.4 to be filled out by someone who knows you 
well enough to provide an accurate and complete evaluation. Contact your area or pro-
vincial adviser for help deciding who can be an acceptable reference. 

Adults/young adults may use one non-Guiding and one Guiding reference for NT.5 if 
they wish. References must still be ONE NT.4 and TWO NT.5s. 

Make sure your audio letter (CD or cassette) is clear and complete.
